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CARE & MAINTENANCE GUIDE

How to Care for Your Wood Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e Dust regularly with a clean, dry, lint-free cloth.
e  Wipe spills immediately to prevent staining or warping.
e Avoid using silicone-based polishes or abrasive cleaners, as these may degrade the finish over time.

Handling & Protection
e Always use coasters, placemats, and protective pads when placing hot or wet items on wooden
surfaces.

e  Place a mat or pad under paper when writing.
e Avoid placing wooden furniture near heat sources such as radiators or fires.

Environmental Conditions

e Solid wood is sensitive to temperature and humidity changes. Prolonged exposure to dry air may
cause cracking or warping.

How to Care for Your Glass Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e Clean with a standard glass cleaner or warm soapy water.
e Use a soft cloth and avoid anything abrasive.

Handling & Safety
e Never strike or drop heavy items on the surface.
e  Use protective pads under decorative items.

How to Care for Your Melamine Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e  Wipe with a slightly moistened cloth or sponge.
e  For dirtier surfaces, use a mild cleaning agent or diluted soap solution.
e Dry thoroughly after cleaning.

How to Care for Your Metal Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e Dust frequently with a soft, dry cloth.
e  For tougher marks, use a damp cloth with mild soap. Dry thoroughly.

Do Not Use
e Abrasive cleaners or scourers, as they will scratch and damage the protective lacquer.
e Cleaners containing chlorine or bleach.
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How to Care for Your Upholstered Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e Vacuum or lightly brush regularly to remove dust and dirt.
e Rub very gently to avoid changing the fabric colour.

e  Prolonged exposure to direct sunlight, which may cause fading.
e Placement near heat sources (e.g., radiators or open flames).

e Act quickly. Blot excess liquid using a white paper towel.
o Dab gently with a clean towel. Avoid soaking the material.

How to Care for Your Sintered Stone Furniture

Routine Cleaning
e Dust regularly with a clean, lint-free cloth.
e Use a soft cloth dampened with warm water and a mild, non-abrasive detergent.
e Dryimmediately to avoid residue or water spots.

Avoid
e Abrasive cleaners or harsh chemicals.
e Silicone-based polishes that may leave a film.

Spills & Stains
e Wipe up all spills promptly.

e  For sticky residue, use diluted soapy water and a clean sponge. Rinse and dry thoroughly.
e Avoid contact with nail polish remover, hairspray, perfume, or any solvent-based product.

Handling
e Do not stand or place excessive force on the stone surface.
e  Always use coasters and placemats.

Moving & Placement of Furniture

e Always lift furniture—never drag it.

e  Protect corners and surfaces during handling.

e Use help when moving heavy items.

e  Ensure furniture is placed on a level surface for optimal performance.

Repair & Damage
